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The present report follows an ENQA Workshop on Quality Assurance and 
Postgraduate Education, hosted by the Romanian Agency for Quality Assurance 
in Higher Education (ARACIS) in Brasov, Romania on 12–13 March 2009. 
The workshop was an excellent opportunity for ENQA members to exchange 
information, defi ne concepts and examine best practice related to quality 
assurance of postgraduate education. 
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
