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ENQA Logo

The three blocks in the ENQA logo symbolise the three cycles of higher education defined in
the Bologna Declaration and the three structural entities of ENQA: General Assembly, Board
and secretariat. The logo can also be seen as a progressive chart — the aim being in the right
upper end, in the higher quality of higher education.

Logo usage

The ENQA logo can be used with or without the "European Association for Quality Assurance
in Higher Education” text. In small sizes (width less than 2 cm) it is recommended to use the
logo without the text. The logo can also be used in black and white (see example above) and
as a negative (white on dark blue or black background, see example above). Other variations
of the logo must not be used. Placing the logo on a picture is not approved.
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Exclusion zone

The exclusion zone is the minimum area around the logo that shoud remain clear of text and
other graphic elements. This increases the visibility of the logo and prevents it getting mixed

with other graphic elements.

The size of the exclusion zone is based on the width of one block of the logo
(marked with x).



Colours

The identity of ENQA consists of two main colours, dark and light blue. The lighter colour
consist of a 30% tint of the dark blue. Therefore it is possible also to use one colour process in
printed material (for example in the business cards).

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Fonts

There are three different fonts defined for ENQA usage. For printed material the fonts are
Whitman (roman, italic, bold and smMaLL caps) and Nobel (bold).

Verdana is used on ENQA web page, on-screen applications (such as PowerPoint) and documents
distributed on-line (for example text documents) to ensure font compatibility on different
computers.
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Additional design elements

In addition to the ENQA logo and fonts it is possible to use in various ways lines and patterns
made of the logo blocks to create diversity to visual identity. For example, this kind of line is
used with the ENQA address when possible (see example above). The shape of the blocks must
not be altered and identity colours must be used when creating additional elements.

Design elements are meant to be used only to strengthen the visual image - not as a decoration.
Therefore the use of design elements must be planned carefully to avoid unnecessary use.
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
